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Prepare and care for horse harness

Overview This standard involves preparing and caring for horse harness. It
involves being able to identify the parts, assemble and clean sets of
harness for use. The standard covers carrying out routine checks for
wear, tear or damage on the harness, removing any such items from use
and replacing as instructed.

The work described in this standard would be carried out following
agreement with a supervisor about the responsibilities and methods of
work.

You will need to be able to recognise hazards in the workplace.
