It includes being able to carry out a full inspection of commercial horse-
drawn vehicles operating on the public highway.

You will need to be fully aware of the importance of health, safety and
animal welfare in connection with this activity.

You will need to be able to recognise hazards and assess risks in
connection with this activity.

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. carry out tests to determine the operating parameters of individual vehicles

4, carry out a detailed examination of all parts of the vehicle for wear, tear or
damage

5. assess the suitability of the vehicle for the intended commercial use

6. ensure that routine maintenance is carried out on horse-drawn vehicles, prior
to use

7. withdraw unsuitable vehicles from use for professional repair or maintenance

8. complete the required documentation to meet the relevant codes of practice
and legislation
